FAITH: An Endowment for

university students will receive
the 2021 FAITH Scholarship for
Excellence in STEM (Science,
Technology, Engineering, Math-
ematics) continuation award.
Since the program’s inception in
2012, over 200 young Greek-
American leaders advancing
their campuses and communi-
ties through innovative and am-
bitious developments in STEM
have received this special recog-
nition and join a broader net-
work of over 600 FAITH schol-
arship recipients.

From aspiring immunologists
and aerospace engineers to fu-
ture biotechnologists and data
scientists, the 2021 FAITH-
STEM Scholars averaged a 3.77
GPA and include undergradu-
ates from across the country —
such as Vasiliki Frantzis, a me-
chanical engineer major at
Georgia Institute of Technology
who completed her second sum-

mer interning at NASA’s God-
dard Space Flight Center; Dmitri
Morales, a biomedical engineer
at Duke University using Al
technology to develop a nonin-
vasive method to measure blood
pressure; and Sophia Delis, a
neurobiology major at the Uni-
versity of California, Berkeley
who teaches low-income high
school students how to make in-
formed health decisions and
spends her summers volunteer-
ing as a medical aid at the
United Nations refugee camp in
Katerini, Greece.

“FAITH’s commitment to sup-
porting higher education is truly
admirable. I am grateful to be a
FAITH-STEM scholar and join a
cohort of amazing and bright
Greek American college stu-
dents. I feel blessed to be in-
cluded in this network,” said Pe-
ter Jordanides, a sophomore at
Ohio State University research-
ing molecular mechanisms of
oral carcinogenesis in the
pathology lab.

At the recommendation of
FAITH Founder Dr. P. Roy Vage-

los, the FAITH Scholarship for
Excellence in STEM program
was established to promote in-
terest in STEM disciplines
among young Greek and Hel-
lenic leaders by supporting all
four years of candidates’ under-
graduate studies provided they
major in a STEM field, maintain
a 3.6 minimum GPA and partic-
ipate in organizations related to
the Greek Orthodox and Hel-
lenic community throughout
their college career. In order to
be considered, applicants must
apply for the FAITH Scholarship
for Academic Excellence their
senior year of high school.

In addition to their academic
achievements, FAITH-STEM
Scholars use their talents and
skillsets to expand their philan-
thropic endeavors and invest in
their Greek communities. Ta-
tiana Pavlides, a biomedical en-
gineering major at Case Western
Reserve University, is leading an
initiative to make her parish
more sustainable. Maria Tanga-
los, a pharmaceutical develop-
ment research assistant studying

engineering at the University of
Southern California, leads
weekly science experiments for
underprivileged students in the
Los Angeles school district.
Anna Smith, a nursing major at
Loyola University, is a translator
and patient educator in COVID-
19 vaccination clinics and Evan-

gineers for a Sustainable World
Club to implement hands-on
sustainability projects across
campus.

Since its inception with ad-
ditional support from its mem-
bers, FAITH has proudly
awarded over 1,720 grants and
scholarships to the best and

gelos Barous, a research assis-
tant and electrical engineer
major at Northeastern Univer-
sity, designs devices with En-
abling Engineers that provide
greater independence for indi-
viduals with physical and cog-
nitive disabilities.

“I use the additional motiva-
tion and belief that FAITH has
instilled in me to be the very
best not only for myself, but also
for the Hellenic community,”
said Gregory Kostakis, an elec-
trical engineer major at Oakland
University who founded the En-

brightest young leaders of the
Hellenic American and Greek
Orthodox community through
its prestigious FAITH Scholar-
ships for Academic Excellence,
FAITH-STEM scholarships, Ful-
bright-FAITH Scholarship col-
laboration and more. Last year,

25, the American Philhellenes
Monument was dedicated in
Wilder Park in Aurora with the
